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M. A. Espina, consular agent of France in Sfax (the
Regency of Tunisia), has found in EI-Djem, the
ancient Thysdrus, a Christian inscription which reads
as follows:
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The characters of this inscription indicate the 6th
century ; each S almost has the form of the X. One
observes the word depositus is written without
vowels.
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
