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TAMIM ou TEMYN, prince de la dynastie
des Sanhadjides d’Afrique, né en 1029 de
notre ére, mort en 1108, 1l suceéda a son
pére Moezz en 1061, soumit Safacas et Sous,
fit ensuite la guerre avec Naser, qui était
devenu maltre de Tunis et de Kairowan,
parvint & s’emparer de ces villes (1066), en-
voya en Sicile, pour Yopposer aux progrés
des Norwands, une flotte et des troupes yui
durent revenir en Afrigue sans avoir obtena
le résultut désiré (1068), et fut attaqué a son
Cour par une flotte montée par des Grees et
par des chrétiens de Sicile, & qui il dut ache-
ter la paix au poids de tor (1088). Tainim
reprit aux Siciliens les 1iles de Djerb et de
Kerkeni en 1098, et, aprés avoir comprimé
plusieurs révoltes, passa iranquillement les
dervieres années de sa vie, C’était un prince
conrageux, geénéreux, clément et juste, qui
cultivait et abmait les lettres, Il laissa
soixante filles et quarante fils, dont I'un,
| Yahin, lui succéda.

TAMIM or TEMYN, prince of the Sanhadjid dynastyof Africa, born in 1029
of our era, died in 1108. He succeeded his father Moezz in 1061, subjected
Safacas [Sfax] and Sous [Sousse], and then made war with Naser, who had
become Master of Tunis and Kairowan [Kairouan], and was able to seize
these cities (1066). He then sent a fleet and some troops to Sicily, to oppose
to the progress of the Normans, but which had to return to Africa without
having obtained the desired result (1068), and was attacked in his turn by a
fleet assembled by the Greeks and Christians of Sicily, with whom he had to
buy peace by the weight of gold (1088). Tamim took again from the Sicilians
the islands of Djerb [Djerba] and Kerkeni [Kerkennah] in 1098, and, after
having put down several revolts, spent the last years of its life quietly. This
was a courageous, generous, lenient and just prince, who cultivated and
liked the literature. He left sixty daughters and forty sons, one of whom,
Yahia, succeeded him.
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
