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EMIGRATION AND COLONIZATION

TUNISIA – According to a communication addressed to 
the Bulletin des renseignements coloniaux  (“Bulletin of 
Colonial Information”) 1, the government of the 
Protectorate has given to the regime some concessions 
of free land; but it will sell agricultural land at a reduced 
price, with the aim of assisting colonization and it will 
grant a reduction by half on the price of their voyage to 
the French who would like to buy land in the Regency. 
The same colonist will be able to acquire only one lot.  
Apart from land suitable for the culture of the vine, 
cereals, tobacco, etc, there exists around Sfax, estates, 
known as Sialines land, made available to colonists to 
create plantations of olive-trees there; their price is 10 
francs a hectare, payable half immediately, and half four 
years later.
